Capítulo 3: En clase y después

If you use grammar ideas beyond what we know or give me other reasons to believe that a translation program has been used – the artifact will not be accepted. 
When you turn in an item please label category and number.
Aperitivos 
1. Create a crossword puzzle or a word search puzzle using the vocabulary words/phrases from the unit. Give me a copy along with an answer key (on separate sheets of paper!). You must create actual hints that are not just translations or use images. Minimum of 20 words. Remember to use images or hints!

2. Create a quizlet set of the vocabulary words/phrases from the unit and play the games and take the quizzes. Tell me your username and password so that I can verify. Must have 20 words.
3. Create a physical set of flashcards and bring them into class. They must be image based and not word based. On one side the Spanish vocabulary word, and on the other side the image (drawing or picture). NO ENGLISH. Must have 20 words.
4. Talk about your Spanish class. You have a key pal in San José, Costa Rica. Write your key pal an email telling as much as you can about all the things you do in Spanish class. Ask your key pal questions about his or her classes. E-mail should be at least 10 complete sentences long in Spanish.

5. Describe different types of students. Give some traits of a good student and a bad student. Think about traits and tell what type of student you are. Write at least 10 complete sentences in Spanish.

6. Write an email to your classmate who was not in school the first day. You are informing him/her about what went on in Spanish class and what school supplies he/she needs to buy. You may want to: tell him/her who the teacher is, describe what the teacher is like, and tell him/her what school supplies she/he needs.

7. Write up a set of 15 verb charts in the present tense. It must include 12 regular -ar verbs and the 3 irregular verbs from chapter 3. The regular verbs are: hablar, enseñar, estudiar, escuchar, mirar, contestar, llevar, enviar, regresar, navegar, trabajar, necesitar, buscar, comprar, pagar, usar, tomar, prestar, sacar, etc. The three irregular verbs are: ir, dar, estar.

Platos Principales
1. Interview and write a report in Spanish, about a student in your Spanish class. Like any good interviewer you have to prepare questions ahead of time. To prepare questions, think about what you want to learn from the person. Your questions should be open-ended, not just yes/no questions. Ask him/her some personal questions (su familia, su casa, su apariencia física, su personalidad) and about school activities and after-school activities (su escuela, un día típico en su escuela, actividades con sus amigos). Then, organize the answers to your questions to write your article based on the interview. (At least 15 questions).  It should include a minimum of 20 complete and complex sentences.
2. Put together a product about your favorite class. Include what you need, what you do

in the class, and why you like it. It should have both written work and images. It should include a minimum of 20 complete and complex sentences.

3. Create a presentation that could be given to a new Spanish speaking student about what they would need to know on day one for our school (rules, needs, schedules, uniform) all in Spanish with image support. It should include a minimum of 20 complete and complex sentences.

4. Put together a product about your weekly schedule in Spanish that will include each day's classes (the 9 periods of our school day), as well as a list of supplies needed for specific classes (name at least two school-supply items you need for a different class each day. There will be at least ten items mentioned). Avoid repetition at all costs. It should include a minimum of 20 complete and complex sentences in Spanish with image support.

5. Create a presentation stating and showing the different types of activities that you do 

outside of school for each day of the week.  It should include a minimum of 20 complete and complex sentences in Spanish with image support.

Postres
1. Put together a compare/contrast product about a school in a Spanish speaking country and your American school. First, describe the school in that particular Spanish speaking country. Second, describe your American school. Then, compare and contrast the two schools. Write about what they have in common. How are they similar? How are they different? Write at least 12 complete sentences in Spanish.
2. Create a song/rhyme to remember vocab/grammar from the unit. You may use a new tune or one that we already know. Must use 20 vocabulary words.

3. Create a board game or card game using the vocab. Make sure to actually write out the rules and an explanation of how to win your game (in English). Must be beyond just translation practice. Must use 20 words.

4. Make 10 “word world” themed images of our vocabulary. They need to be about a full page each and be in color.
5. Create your ideal school weekly schedule in Spanish.  Create a five-column grid with rows for each class period. Include the days of the week at the top of the grid in Spanish. Create a list of the classes you would like to take each day. You will create or find art to help illustrate your ideal schedule. Write at least 12 complete sentences in Spanish.
6. Create a poster about school activities, after-school activities, and school supplies. Label the poster with school activities, after-school activities, and school supplies. Use the words and phrases you have learned in this unit to complete the poster. You will create or find art to help illustrate your poster. Then, write at least 12 complete sentences in Spanish.
