Assistant Superintendent Sue Hebson rejterated Thursday that the decision is
not a politica] Statement, but rather for the safety of students,

“When our Students travel, the school district s responsible, both legally and ethically, for theijr safety, Security and liberty,"
she said. "District 113 boasts a diverse Student population and, as a school district, we believe in equal opportunity for each
of our students,"

"We cannot commij; at this time to Playing at a venue where some of oyr students' safety or liberty might pe Placed at risk
because of state immigration {aw."

"I's everyone's responsibility to stand up to racism ang discrimination, ang L think that is exactly what the disirict is doing "
he said, "The Arizona law is racist, and from the district's Perspective, this decision Pprotects our students

However, Michgel Evans, whose daughter Lauren is a junior on the H ighland Park team, told Pioneer Press Wednesday thae
district Superintendent George Fornerg relayed the administration's decision t0 parents last week by telling them *the
tournament was not aligned with the vajyes and beliefs of the schoo| district and that the Students could be put at risk."

“{That feasening) really disturps me," Evans said. *[ don't know what the valye and beliefs of 3 basketbali tournament are,
The district has approved student trips o C hina, South America and the Czech Republic, but somehgsy Arizona would he
more risky for gur Students?"

Sophomore Dana Kiasky said she doesn't mind if (he district did take 5 political siand,

“l think the Jaw created real safety concerns," Klasky said, "By even if they were making a politicaj statement, I think it wag
the right decisjon, | think the law violates human rights.

The reaction from most of the students and parents outside the high school Thursday afternoon leaned the other way, in favor
of sending the girls to Arizona o compete, even if most of themn also don't agree with the law.
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"{ think the decision was absolutely wrong and immoral " said a Highland Park mother of two adopted daughters who are
legal immigrants. "This school has always been about diversity and learning about other people and their cultures. We send
our kids to China and Europe so our kids can better understand the world so they don't make kneejerk decisions like this one.

"T'he district should acknowledge that they made a mistake and do the honorable thing and discuss the issue with the
community instead of making a unilateral decision."

Junior Jessie Rooth and senior Russe!l Pildes both traveled to China with the school band last year and called the trip a great
cultural life experience, regardless of the country's politics or human rights record.

"No one regrets going," Rooth said. "And going to Arizona would have been a really good experience for the basketball team
as well. "Arizona is definitely not a safety concern.”

Pildes added, "By sending this team to Arizona doesn't mean we support the law. We went to China but that doesn't mean we
support their political beliefs. We're making this into a bigger political issue.”

The controversy created a frenzied atmosphere outside of the school's main entrance on Vine Avenue Thursday as several
reporters, photographers and news trucks interviewed students leaving school.

Several students said the spotlight has been amusing, but unsolicited.

"The gitls on the team are upset and they still want to go," junior Lindsey Toledo said. "They love basketball and didn't ask to
be put in the middle of a political jssue.” '

Junior Zach Lichtman added, "1 don't support the law but I especially know that you don't mix sports with politics. [ think the
administration is using the girls team to make a political statement.”

Senior Susana Oropeza represents the first generation in her family born in the U.S., though her parents who emigrated here
fram Mexico are now citizens as well.

"I don't like the law." she said. "This country is made up of immigrants and this law singles out Hispanics. If people are going
10 be checked, 1 think everybody should be, not just a certain minority aroup."

Several other students backed the administeators' conlroversial move,

"I personally disagree with the law but this decision is about making sure our students our safe,” junior Elizabeth Kapmick
said. "I think they have every right (o keep the team home."

Andrea Samardzija, a Highiand Park sophomore, said the district acted appropriately to easure students aren't targeted if they
traveled to Arizona.

"There are so many Hispanic people in Highland Park and Highwood so it wouldn't be right to go to a state where our
clussmates could be victimized by this law she said.

Senior Joseph Kalmin supports the district's decision. too. "Republicans today are very anti-intellectual,” he said. "Sarah
Palin and the tea partiers are ruining ihe Republican Party lor me and 1 am a Republican.

"\'m against illegal immigration,” Kalmin continued, "but you shoutdn't be able 1o go up (o someont and ask tor their papers.
['hat's racial profiling. "I think our district made the right decision siot to send the team (o Arizona."

Arizona Gov. Jan Brewer signed into law last month a bill that allows police to guestion anyone suspected of being
undocumented and ask for documentaton if there is *reasonable suspicion." The law has been called the toughest anti-illegal
immigrant measure in the country.
